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More Insight on the Round Table Discussion...

The discussion revolved around, of
course, the African Union, the
European Union, equality, human
rights and the wars going on in Malj,
Nigeria, Sudan, South Sudan, Libya,
the Democratic Republic of the Congo,
the Central African Republic, Uganda
and Somalia.

As an answer to one of the
final questions, Mr. Brice
stated that he “believes that
in a matter of 20-30 years,
our generation will have
achieved what [his]
generation was not able to.”

In the Social Matters Committee, the topic of
“Abortion” was discussed and there were some
very interesting points of view expressed by
delegates from different nations.

The first amendment addressed the fact that one
way of reducing this issue would be to teach
young girls about contraception, etc... The
Ivorian delegate acknowledged that “ sexual
education could be a controversial topic for some
nations,” but added that “educating women from
an early age eliminates the risk of them missing
out on sexual education once they drop out of
school,” which is, on average, before they even
reach secondary school.

The Tunisian delegate agreed with this
amendment as well. He believes that this
amendment could help reduce reduce all forms of
violence and discrimination against women.

However, not all delegates were convinced that this
amendment was right for their country. The
delegate of Rwanda completely disagreed with this
amendment as it went against the country’s values.
Despite this, the entire committee ended up voting
for this amendment.

Committee on Peace and Security
This group discussed the different ways to improve

the troops and armies in Africa. The amendment
discussed this afternoon concerned the troops
needing to be multilingual and literate and how test
must be given to each soldier to measure his
efficiency. He must return to his respective country
if he does not meet up the expectations. Most
delegates had good things to say about this
amendment. Although the delegates of Morocco
and Ethiopia voted against this amendment, it still
passed due to the majority’s upper hand. There was
also quite some stir caused by the Tanzanian
delegate’s point, which was that “a man with a
criminal past should not be allowed to enter the
army because he would most likely not use his
weapons as a way to serve the country.”
